1. Overall Description:

TSG-SA2 thanks GSMA SerG LBS Subgroup for their LS S2-021105 "LS to 3GPP SA1 & SA2 on Privacy Control for LBS CDR and TAP Records".

In the Rel-5 standard the privacy check for the location request is done in the visited network, according to the privacy information kept in the home network (HLR), which are send to the serving node in the visited network.  

In SA2 view the privacy check can be handled by the home operator of the user whose location is being requested in the Rel-6 when the Inter-GMLC interface is introduced. This interface makes it possible that the H-GMLC is always involved in the location request procedure, which then enables that H-GMLC or some entity connected to H-GMLC (e.g. Privacy Profile Register) can perform a privacy check.

The tittle of the LS S2-021105 raised some questions, because there where no mentioning about the LBS CDR and TAP records

2. Actions:

To TSG GSMA SerG LBS Subgroup:

ACTION: SA2 kindly asks GSMA SerG LBS Subgroup to verify that the SA2s current target to introduce the Inter-GMLC interface to Rel-6 with the possibility to perform a privacy check by the home operator of the user whose location is being requested satisfies GSMA. SA2 would like also to ask further information about the privacy control for LBS CDR and TAP records.
