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	It is decided that the PCO IE will be used to carry the IMS signalling flag indication. In CN1 the PCO IE has been added to the PDP Context Modification Procedure and the Secondary PDP Context Activation Procedure for Rel-5 onwards, i.e. a Rel-4 SGSN may not transfer the PCO IE to the GGSN if included in the Modify PDP Context Procedure or the Secondary PDP Context Activation Procedure. 

It is not clear what the behaviour should be if the UE includes the IMS signalling flag in the PCO IE in a PDP Context Modification Procedure applied on a PDP context established as a General purpose PDP context. Will the PDP context be considered as a Dedicated IMS signalling PDP context or remain as a General purpose PDP context? If this is not clear it may happen that the UE believes a PDP context is a PDP context dedicated for IMS signalling while the GGSN may handle the PDP context as a general purpose PDP context. It is proposed that it shall not be possible to swap between a general purpose PDP context and a PDP context dedicated for IMS signalling.
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6.4
PDP Context Used for Application Level Signalling Transport

To establish a PDP context for application level signalling, the UE shall be able to include a signalling flag in PDP context activation procedure.  This indicates to the network the intention of using the PDP context for application level signalling.    The signalling flag shall be a standardised static information. 

In the case of IMS, the signalling flag is used to reference rules and restrictions on the PDP context used for application level signalling, as described in 23.228 section 4.2.6. 

The signalling flag and the QoS profile parameters detailed in TS23.107 may be used independently of each other.
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
