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1. Location information in IMS

TSG SA WG2 has clarified the usage of the term “Location Information” in TS 23.228, as shown in the attached CR, tdoc S2-021908, to indicate that the term in 23.228 means the mobile location in the network, indicated as addresses of various network elements, and not the geographical user location. 

SA2 would like to point out that currently there is no support to have geographical user location information in HSS and that such an approach is in contradiction with the agreed network architecture for location services in Rel-5. “Location information” throughout TS23.228 refers only to the addresses of various network elements and 23.228 itself does not specify anything about the geographical location information of the user. HSS currently does not have any ready access to get geographical location information. According to TS22.071 any LCS client shall request geographical location information from the “LCS server” and it is seen that the IMS Application Server shall be regarded as an LCS client in this respect. In the LCS stage 2 specification TS23.271 the LCS architecture is defined such that the LCS client shall requests geographical location information only and specifically from GMLC. 

2. Actions:

TSG SA WG2 asks TSG SA WG1 to kindly verify if SA2’s understanding is correct that the Application Server in IMS shall be regarded as an LCS client and that the current LCS service requirements, security and privacy requirements are applicable for such an LCS client. This means that the IMS AS cannot get geographical location information from HSS, but only from GMLC.

SA2 also asks SA1 to check whether the corresponding LCS stage 1 requirements need to be clarified in this respect.

TSG SA WG2 asks TSG CN WG4 to kindly align the stage 3 IMS specifications with the revised IMS stage 2 TS23.228 as shown in the attachment and to give feedback on the issue, pending the outcome of SA1.
