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1. Introduction

The purpose of this contribution is to propose reference points the Reference Architecture for the 3GPP Generic User Profile. 

2. Discussion

We expect two Reference Points to be necessary for the GUP Reference Architecture:

1. Reference Point RG

This Reference Point defines the access to GAP

2. Reference Point RP

This Reference Point defines the access to PAP

We think this basically to be sufficient for reference architecture of GUP. Other Reference Points may be introduced if a more decomposed view of the reference architecture is intended.

We explicitly do not introduce a Reference Point between PAP and the GUP data repository. This is seen as an internal interface that is out of scope of GUP. 
3. Proposal

We propose to agree to include the following contents to 3GPP Generic User Profile - Architecture Stage 2 TS 23.240 

4.2 GUP Functional Entities

4.2.1 GUP Profile Server

The GUP Profile Server is a  functional entity providing a single point of access to the Generic User Profile data of a particular subscriber. The Reference Architecture does not specify or limit the physical location of the GUP Profile Server enabling flexibility in the implementations.

The GUP Profile Server includes the following functionalities:

· To provide a single point of access for reading and managing generic user profile data of a particular subscriber.

4.2.2 Reference Points

The following abstraction is based on the figure in chapter 4.2.1. [of S2-022782] The abstraction reduces the GUP functionality to those where reference points apply.









1. Reference Point RG
This Reference Point defines the access to GAP.
It allows application to access all GUP components at a defined “single point”, using a defined protocol.

2. Reference Point RP
This Reference Point defines the access to PAP
It allows to access to a GUP data repository without knowledge of its internal implementation
XML Schema (as defined by W3C) is used for both.
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
