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Discussion

It was agreed at the end of SA2#30 to focus the work on IMS emergency sessions in a new TR ab.cde IP based IMS Emergency Sessions. This TR contains IMS as well as GPRS specific information about this topic. Probably information on other access technologies will follow.

This contribution deals with the role of the S-CSCF during set-up of an IMS emergency session. Currently the S-CSCF has the opportunity to respond to the request of the UE with an indication to establish the session in the CS domain or via the PS domain (last sentence in chapter 5.2.3 of the TR). Exactly the same opportunity is given to the P-CSCF in chapter 5.2.1. In addition, there exist the general principle that P-CSCF and S-CSCF are in the same network (chapter 5.13.2 in TS 23.228 res. 4.1 in the TR). Thus, there exist two entities in the same network, which are invoked during session set-up, implementing the same functionality. As the P-CSCF is the first hop during session set-up and to avoid unnecessary implementation and maintenance effort it is proposed to delete the mentioned requirement for the S-CSCF.

Proposal

It is proposed to delete the last sentence in chapter 5.2.3 of TR ab.cde IP based IMS Emergency Sessions. 

5.2.3 Serving-CSCF

Editor's note: This clause is planned to contain the required changes for S-CSCF functionality.

Emergency Session establishment:

· Receive an emergency session establishment request from a P-CSCF.

· Route emergency session establishment requests to an appropriate destination (e.g. emergency centre or to an I-CSCF or BGCF) based on location information and additionally other information such as type of emergency service in the request.
