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The session was held on the 28th October 2003 in the evening. There were six agreed documents, three documents where changes were recommended but not seen, and one editorial document was not reviewed. Detailed outcome was as follows:

1. Agreed documents

The following 6 documents were discussed, revised and then agreed during the drafting session:

S2-033516
Nokia Gq reference point, CR 135 to 23.002

This document was presented and revised to incorporate the comments: addition of an external Go in the first figure, with a note that this is for backwards compatibility going to a rel5 IMS. The revision in S2-033526 was agreed.

S2-033517
Nokia Procedures in the AF CR 61 to 23.207

This document was presented and revised to incorporate the comments. Bullet 2 was reworded to improve the understanding of the conditions which apply. “Media IP flow” was changed to “media”. Some wording was also improved in the paragraph before the last one. One company had concerns about whether bullets 2 and 3 were stable enough to be included in the CR. It was agreed to note this in the minutes. With this, the revision in S2-033527 was agreed.

S2-033518
Nokia Information exchanged via Gq interface CR 62 to 23.207

This document was presented and revised to incorporate the comments. The first bullet point was renamed “Information defining the media to which QoS must be applied” and its sub-points were removed. The point on forking was removed. The wording for ‘session ID’ was changed under the authorisation token point. The wording in the revoke authorisation command point was changed to (in line with S2-033730 below). Charging correlation ID was clarified to be included by the AF only if available. “Media IP flow” was changed to “media”.
One company had concerns about whether the service information was stable enough to be included in the CR. It was agreed to note this in the minutes. With this, the revision in S2-033727 was agreed.

S2-033519
Nokia Procedures in the PDF CR 63 to 23.207

This document was presented and revised to incorporate the comments. The text in brackets about the QoS resources being different from the AF requested QoS, was removed, and can be amended when there is a decision on what will be allowed to downgrade or not between AF request and PDF. The word ‘required’ was removed. That sentence was also clarified to apply when the PDF receives service information from the AF. Text related to the AF session in the last two paragraphs was revised to talk more about the PDF actions. The revision in S2-033728 was agreed.

S2-033520
Nokia Application ID for service based local policy, change to TR 23.917

This document was presented and revised to incorporate the comments. “service” was removed. There was some discussion on what this can be used for and text was added to the TR to note that “Usage of Application Identifier is FFS.” The revision in S2-033729 was agreed.

S2-033523
Ericsson Gq Data Flows, change to TR 23.917

This document was presented and revised to incorporate the comments. GGSN and PDP contexts were replaced with an access independent equivalent. Token was changed to Authorisation Token throughout. It was clarified that the UE does not modify the binding information and the confusing text was removed. The FFS in stage 3 was removed to say it is up to stage 3. The revision in S2-033730 was agreed.

Recommendation from the drafting group is that SA2 plenary endorses the above 4 CRs and also the above 2 changes to TR 23.917.

2. Documents that were reviewed but not revised during the meeting

The following 3 documents were discussed and their changes were agreed but not seen. They are therefore recommended for e-mail approval:

S2-033514
Orange PDF and AF roles clarification for resources authorisation

This document was presented and comments were made to improve the following:

Clarification that it is the UE not the AF that requests the resources; the AF requests the PDF to apply restrictions on the use of the resources. The PDF makes decisions about resources allocation requests. Clarification that the policy rules at the PDF are the rules of the PDF operator. The changes introducing ‘session information’ also needed to be undone or reworded.
The revision in S2-033524 was not seen. It was agreed that this could go for e-mail approval if one was organised.

S2-033515
Orange Modification in the QoS Authorization procedure

This document was presented and comments were made to improve the following:

Clarification that the policy rules at the PDF are the rules of the PDF operator.

In case of the session characteristics not consistent with the PDF policy rules, we should note that the issue to resolve is: what could have been allowed? Possible options are that the PDF: 

a. rejects the authorisation request with an indication of what could have been accepted. 

b. accepts with an indication of what has been authorised (FFS)

Other options are FFS. 

The revision in S2-033525 was not seen. It was agreed that this could go for e-mail approval if one was organised.

S2-033521
Nokia Gq aspects of SDP offer-answer

This document was presented and comments were made to improve the following: instead of referring to SIP specific messages, we should use SDP offer/answer terminology, both in figure and text.

The revision in S2-033731 was not seen. It was agreed that this could go for e-mail approval if one was organised.

Recommendation from the drafting group is that SA2 plenary allows those 3 changes to TR 23.917 to go for e-mail approval if one is organised.

3. Documents not reviewed

One editorial CR not reviewed and recommended for e-mail approval:

S2-033522
Rapporteur (Ericsson) Editorial corrections to CR 64 to 23.207

Recommendation from the drafting group is that SA2 plenary allows this change to TS 23.207 to go for e-mail approval if one is organised.

4. Other notes

It was noted that the terminology related to media, flow, stream etc. could be better aligned throughout the TR. Also the use of “session QoS information” was proposed by one of the documents and should be used throughout in the TR in a consistent way. The rapporteur will look at those two issues.

Some procedural aspects were discussed with regards to updating the TR as well as creating CRs to the specifications. The question is whether we can now move to working on CRs instead of having to go through the step of updating the TR first.
