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Overall Description

SA2 would like to thank SA1 for their LS, with guidance on MBMS Volume/Time Based Charging.
In this LS, SA1 informed SA2 and SA5 that:

At this point in time SA1 sees no need for volume/time based charging data to be generated in respect of charging the user.

From this, SA2 understands that:

· this does not preclude the generation of volume/time based charging data on content that has been transmitted (as against that received by the UE, cf. S1-030997) in the operator’s network in respect of charging entities other than the user, such as external clients, content providers, etc.

· this does not prevent operators from using this volume/time based charging data (generated in respect of charging entities other than the user) to charge users in certain cases as they see fit. 
· SA1 has not said that they see no need for volume/time based charging data to be generated under any circumstances.

As a result, SA2 sees no impact on our current MBMS architecture for volume/time based charging, and charging in general.

Hence, SA2 will continue to develop the MBMS architecture for volume/time based charging and charging in general, with the previously mentioned assumption (cf. S1-031077 / S2-033169) that the UEs are always within the service area (by making the Multicast area equal to the PLMN area).
