This document includes SA2 Chairman's personal notes of the TSG-SA#23 meeting, primarily focused on SA2 related issues.

General:

· Push Services: TSG SA agreed that NRPCA for dynamic IP addresses should not be standardised for Push Services. SA2 is tasked to provide a CR on 23.976v6.0.0 to document this decision. 

· IP Flow Based Charging: It was agreed that CN (WG3) should take the responsibility for stage 3 for the Gx and Rx interface.
· Release 6 stage 2:  SA2 was granted exceptions to continue with functional additions/modifications (e.g. category B CRs) for the following items:

· IMS Messaging

· 3GPP Enablers for services like Push to Talk over Cellular (PoC)

· Interworking aspects and migration scenarios for IPv4 based IMS Implementations

· Network Sharing

· Definition of the Gq interface

· Overall architectural aspects of IP flow based bearer level charging

· Bandwidth and resource savings in CS networks

· CS Video and Voice

· WLAN (In the areas of tunnel switching/extension and support for services)

For other R6 stage 2 Specifications and WIDs it is only allowed to make essential corrections (Cat F CR’s).

· Release 6 freezing: It was concluded that the Rel 6 content freezing date will be set for September 2004, and exceptions may be granted on a case by case basis. This decision will be reviewed relative to the progress of the work items. TSG SA noted that the priority list provided in TD SP-040225 as being the list of Rel 6 Work Items that source companies will focus their efforts on. 

· Release 7: It was agreed that Stage 1 of Release 7 is intended to be Functionally Frozen by June 2005. This decision will be reviewed at TSG SA #24 / TSG SA #25.
· LS on Preferred Roaming List for 3GPP2/3GPP Multi-mode Terminal: TSG SA replied to the LS from 3GPP2 TSG-C in tdoc SP-040226.
· Next Generation Networks (NGN): ETSI TC-TISPAN has liased to ask for a closer cooperation in relation to NGN. TSG SA endorsed a closer cooperation and tasked the SA2 management to arrange a 3GPP – ETSI TISPAN WS on NGN(S2-041152/SP-040218).
· Interworking aspects and migration scenarios for IPv4 based IMS Implementations: SA recognised that IMS based on IPv4 will exist and there is (will be) a need for a smooth migration path from those implementations to IPv6 based IMS and that might require more than just a TR to provide this, ie. some explicit specification work might be required. It was deemed most urgent to specify the minimum requirements for IPV4 IMS capable UE. This to minimise the number of different implementations to support in the future, especially it should be clarified what are the minimum requirements for a IMS IPv4 supporting mobile to provide compatibility with an IMS IPv6 implementation. This work should take its origin in the existing assumption made by SA2 (in the TR). SA2 was asked to continue the work on the existing work item and as the work progress identify any need for specification related to support of IPv4 based IMS in order to ensure future interoperability with IPV6 based IMS.
· Iu enhancements for IMS support in TSG RAN: RAN3 is discussing how to/if there is a need to distinguish between SIP user traffic and SIP signalling traffic for the RAB that is supposed to carry the signalling PDP context. Currently this situation prevents completion of this the work in TSG RAN. SA2 should assist RAN3 by providing information on e.g. the required bearer characteristics and (typical) characteristics of the traffic on a signalling PDP context. 

Comments and decisions related to the SA2 provided documents:

· Technical Reports and Specifications:
· TR 23.881v1.0.0 (Interworking aspects and migration scenarios for IPv4 based IMS Implementations): This TR was provided for information and was noted. 

· TR 23.877v.2.0.0 (Speech Enabled Services): This TR was approved and placed under TSG SA change control.

· TR 23.976v2.0.0 (Push Architecture): This TR was approved and placed under TSG SA change control as version 6.0.0 (Rel 6).

· TS 23.234v2.5.0 (3GPP WLAN interworking): There were some concerns over the informative Annex F, which may be removed when Stage 3 work is stable. T Mobile and TIM stated that they were intending to promote Annex F from Informative to Normative. Annex D did not specify whether it is Informative or Normative. SA WG2 was asked to clarify this at their next meeting. T WG2 had not yet analysed this TS and were invited to study the SMS part to check compatibility with the SMS architecture and SMS delivery and to provide comments to SA WG2. The TS was then approved and placed under TSG SA change control as version 6.0.0 (Rel 6).

· TS 23.125v2.0.0 (Overall High Level Functionality and Architecture Impacts of Flow Based Charging): This TS was approved and placed under TSG SA change control as version 6.0.0 (Rel 6). Due to this it was agreed that the work on TR 23.825 would not be continued and the TR abandoned.

· TR 23.851v2.0.0, (Network sharing; Architecture and Functional Description): This TR was approved and placed under TSG SA change control as version 6.0.0 (Rel 6).

· Comments on SA2 Change Requests (other CRs were approved as such):
· 23.271 CRs: CR#252 was not approved due to comments from Lucent. CR#252 was a combination of CR#186r7 and CR#239r5 and the comments were only related to CR#239r5. Hence CR#186r7 was submitted to TSG SA and approved. SA WG2 was asked to review CR#239r5 and submit a new version to SA#24.

· Work Item Descriptions:
· Updated WID on Flow Based Charging: The updated WID was approved.
· Updated WID on Circuit Switched Video and Voice Service: The updated WID was approved.
· Updated WID on Network Sharing Stage 2: The updated WID was approved.
· New WID on Access Class Barring and Overload Protection: The completion dates where questioned and the WID was revised to reflect completion in TSG SA#25 (TSG RAN#26 and TSG GERAN#21). It was commented that work should not be unnecessarily delayed. The revised WID was approved (SP-040208).
· New WID on Combining CS Bearers with IMS: The WID was approved. It was agreed that if any of the Architectural solutions affect the service environment then SA WG1 should also be involved in the discussions. TSG SA acknowledged that the main focus of the work is GSM RAN.
· Abandoned TS/TR and WIDs:
· TR 23.825: The TR was abandoned as the TS 23.125 was approved.
· WI on Policy-based control of DiffServ: The WI was deleted.
