Indicating of service feature in IMS Session Initiation and routing session initiation request based on service feature
In IMS, there could be different purposes of session initiations, e.g. normal IMS voice session setup, PoC session or something else. In order to achieve the correct routing of session initiation messages to the right IMS node in which the particular service the session is hosted, it shall be possible for the session initiator to indicate the “service feature” parameter in session initiation messages. The service feature parameter is defined in"draft-ietf-sip-callerprefs-10" [xx].
If it is an application server which is to be routed to based on the “service feature” information, the inititial filter criteria of that service needs to include the “service feature” as part of the Service Point Trigger (SPT) , so that the S-CSCF can invoke the right ISC interface based on the fitler criteria. If no application server should be triggered, for originating S-CSCF, the request is handled normally; for the terminating S-CSCF, it shall compare the “service feature” against the callee capabilities from the contacts the callee has registered using the matching mechanism described in "draft-ietf-sip-callerprefs-10" [xx]. If there is no contact matched, an error response should be sent back to the caller indicating the reason of the failure. 
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
