Validate Session Characteristics, AF session establishment

The Validate Session Characteristics upon AF session establishment procedure is triggered by a session establishment event in the AF (e.g. the AF receiving an AF session signaling message containing session description information (e.g. SDP)). The session description negotiation between AF session endpoints contains information about the session, such as the end-points, bandwidth requirements, and the characteristics of the media exchange. This procedure should be used by the AF prior to the Authorize QoS Resources procedure to validate the content of the session description information to avoid a potential authorisation reject.
Note:
The exact type and amount of session description information exchanged between AF session endpoints depend on the nature of the session and the application.

The PDF shall check if the session description information received from the AF are consistent with the operator policy rules defined in the PDF. The following figure is applicable to both sides (i.e. originating and terminating) of the AF session.
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Figure y: Validate Service information, AF session establishment

1)
An AF session signaling message is received at or generated by the AF, or an internal action at the AF triggers the need for a session information validation by the PDF.
2) The Application Function sends a request for validation to the PDF with service information, which includes session description information based on the AF session signaling.

3) The PDF checks if the service information received from the AF is consistent with the operator policy rules defined in the PDF, the PDF validates the service information.
4) The PDF sends a validation acknowledgement to the AF. If the service information were not consistent with the policy rules, the PDF shall send a validate rejection to the AF, and indicates an acceptable service information.
5) The AF forwards the AF session signaling message containing the session description.
