Chairman’s Summary:
The drafting group handled the incoming LS from RAN2 and decided that an answer was not needed since it was the understanding of the group that RAN2 had made the correct decision. One CR to TS23.251 concerning indications of selected core network operator in connected mode was approved (S2-043116). This triggered the sending of an LS to RAN3, CN1, and CN4 to indicate the architectural choice SA2 had made. Also, a CR describing the transfer of selected core network operator across the Gs interface to 23.060 was approved. 

There was also some discussion regarding how to introduce descriptions of redirection in 23.060. An appropriate CR will be presented at the next SA2 meeting.

CRs to TS23.251
S2-043112 CR 7, Nokia, “Inclusion of informative Annex “NRI allocation examples”
It was felt that the Annex was important and should be included in the TS. There were some wording changes suggested and to skip some of the detailed description of Iu-flex (a reference to the Iu-flex specification is introduced). The proposed editor’s note should be changed into regular text. Also, some hints about how the NRI allocation could be done to more easily extend ranges for different operators in the future was suggested. The document was revised to S2-043112. 


S2-043120 CR 7r1, Nokia, “Inclusion of informative Annex “NRI allocation examples”
The document was approved by the drafting session. 


S2-043116 CR 8, Teliasonera “Indication of selected CN operator in connected mode”
Athere was a long discussion whether the proposed solution was appropriate. In the end it was decided to instead have the RAN (rather than the CN) indicate the chosen core network operator to the target core network node. The text (and coverpage) was changed appropriately. The drafting session agreed that an update to the “Relocation Request” message on RANAP to carry the selected core network operator from the target core network node to the target RNC will be needed. This will be handled in RAN3 by company contributions. The document was revised to S2-043121.


S2-043116 CR 8r1, Teliasonera “Indication of selected CN operator in connected mode”
The document was approved. It was decided to send an LS to RAN3, CN1, and CN4 informing them about the decision so that they would take this into consideration at their next meetings (at the same time as the next SA2 meeting). The CR will be attached to the LS. Alcatel graciously volunteered to draft the LS. The draft LS for presentation in SA2 plenary is in S2-043122. 

CRs to TS23.060
S2-043114 CR513 TeliaSonera, “Transfer of  selected core network operator identity between SGSN and MSC/VLR”
Some clarification of the text in section 6.3 was requested. It was decided to remove the general text describing how the SGSN is informed about the selected core network operator from the signaling flows and just having that in one place in the specification (Section 6.5.2). The document was revised to S2-043123. 


S2-043114 CR513r1 TeliaSonera, “Transfer of  selected core network operator identity between SGSN and MSC/VLR”
The document was approved by the drafting session. 

S2-043115 CR514 TeliaSonera, “Redirection for network sharing”
The drafting session discussed at what level of detail this functionality should be introduced in 23.060 based on the CR. The level in the CR was found to be appropriate but some companies wanted to check if all cases had been covered. The CR was not approved but will be the basis for an updated contribution at the next meeting.
