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1. Discussion

QoS signaling allows the application node to request/release  IP external network resources for the duration of the flow session.

An other feature of the QoS signaling is for the Application to be triggered when the IP external network is no more able to ensured the negotiated QoS for the established media flow.

2. Proposal
It is proposed to make the following additions to the TR23.802 technical report.

First Change

Modification of the  chapter 6.1.2 as follow

Procedures in the PDF

When the PDF received bearer the authorization request from the GGSN, the PDF shall authorize the bearer resources by checking the stored SBLP for the session. 

After this, for some services with strict end-to-end QoS requirement, it is necessary for the PDF to check if there are enough resources.  The PDF shall send the QoS request signalling to the BCF when interaction with the external IP network.

The PDF receives the response from the BCF, containing the information that the requested QoS can be guaranteed, that only lower QoS can be guaranteed, or that no QoS can be guaranteed.

When the PDF received update or revoke request from the AF, the PDF shall send the appropriate update and revoke request to the GGSN and the BCF if needed. The original resource may be modified or released.
If, during the established session,  the BCF detects that the negotiated QoS cannot be maintained by the external IP network (backbone degradation, congestion …), the BCF reports the information to the PDF. It is the responsibility of the PDF, depending on the SBLP policy associated with the flow to maintain or to release the session flow
