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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks SA2 for this clarification request on the usefulness of designing or not solutions to permit the originating UE to be able to prevent call forwarding in the terminating network, and as such enabling redial solution to meet its target, i.e. allowing the originator to actually reach the called party.

It is SA1 understanding that the interaction between voice and video services and a feature such as call forwarding is a rather complex issue that would need to be studied carefully. In some cases, avoiding this call forwarding could provide the subscriber with a satisfactory experience (e.g. reaching the called party through a voice call instead of reaching the video mailbox). On the other hand, in some other cases, it could prevent the subscriber to benefit from the service he wants (e.g. being downgraded to voice whereas allowing the redirect would have lead to a successful  video call establishment).

As a conclusion, SA1 thinks it is premature to specify any mechanism to permit the originating UE to be able to prevent call forwarding in the terminating network as SA1 would like to assess related use cases in some more detail. SA1 will investigate further these issues and will provide clearer guidance for SA2 to implement any mechanism to improve video telephony service rendering. 

2. Actions:

to TSG-SA 2:
SA1 kindly ask SA2 to postpone any envisaged specification work related to the capability for the originating UE to be able to prevent call forwarding in the terminating network. SA1 will investigate this further and will soon provide clear guidance so that SA2 can progress the specification work.
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
