Introduction
Section 8 in TR 23.802 on 'security aspects' is intended to cover security related issues that may arise from the E2E QoS study, however no such issues have been identified after all. The reason is that the E2E QoS models and solutions studied in the TR have not modified any of the security principles on which intra and inter-operator interconnection is built. Therefore, none of the E2E QoS models has introduced any new vulnerability neither have they improved the situation with regard to possible current vulnerabilities.
Security-wise, this TR is fully in-line with previous work on E2E QoS. Securing the intra and inter network is left to operators policy and security architecture and none of the models studies in this TR and none of the solutions proposed change any of the security principles per se (by either introducing new threads or removing existing ones).

Proposal

Security has not traditionally been taking into account in E2E QoS studies. Given that the basic interconnection principles are not changed by any of the models studied in this TR, there is no reason to take security aspects into consideration. Therefore, it is proposed to remove section 8 from TR 23.802 and include a mention in the conclusion in line with the fact that no security issue has been identified in any of the models studied in the TR.
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
