	The format of the non-dialable callback number in case of emergency call in Europe is defined to be 112 plus the seven last digits of IMEI, when this is transferred via MAP parameter MSISDN, or 112 plus the full IMEI, when this is transferred via ISUP calling party number parameter in IAM message.
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	There will not be a standard format of non-dialable callback numbers in Europe.

Non-dialable callback numbers

In case of a SIM-less emergency call, a non-dialable callback number shall be used to identify the target UE. The format and structure of the non-dialable callback number is according to national or regional regulations. The non-dialable callback number in North America shall, according to J-STD-036 [32], be the digits 911 + the last 7 digits of IMEI expressed in decimal numbers. In Europe, the non-dialable callback number shall be the digits 112 + the full IMEI, when this is transferred through the ISUP IAM calling party number parameter, or the digits 112 + the last seven digits of IMEI expressed in decimal numbers, when this is transferred through the MAP with MSISDN parameter.
Note: The use of seven last digits is due to parameter length restriction in MAP.
Editorial note: The use of non-dialable callback numbers in other parts of the world is for further study. The non-dialable callback number should adopt random numbering, if not otherwise unique.
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
