6.x.2 Routing Selection Decision

This section describes decision logic for the NeDS function. Different logic may be used depended on which domain triggers this function (ie., MSISDN domain owner – CS based or IMS based subscription).

6.x.2.1 CS based subscription

This is the case where the NeDS function is invoked from the CS Domain.
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Figure 1. NeDS logic (CS Domain triggered)

If UE is already engaged in CS call then additional call should be continuing directed to CS domain. This is important for supplementary services like CW, conferencing, CFB, HOLD.

When CS is idle, then user preference may be indicated during IMS Registration phase that voice call should be done via CS or IMS. However, operator ‘s rule is deciding which way to route the call.

6.x.2.2 IMS based subscription

This is the case where the NeDS function is invoked from the IMS Domain.
