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Introduction

This paper presents text that further details the description of Call Continuity Control Function. It proposes text for inclusion in sections 6.2.1 of TR 23.806.

6.2.1
Call Continuity Control Function (CCCF)

CCCF provides functions for domain transfer between the GSM/UMTS Circuit Switch domain and IMS domain using an IP Connectivity Access Network.

· The CCCF is a logical functional entity, which must exist for each voice continuity call.

The CCCF provides the following functions for domain transfer:

· Reception and processing of domain transfer triggers cause by, e.g. availability or loss of radio coverage
· Establishment, catenation and release of call legs needed to transfer a voice call from CS domain to IMS domain
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Figure 6.2.x:  Logical view of Call Continuity Control Function
Figure 6.2.x above depicts a logical representation of the Call Continuity Control Function.  This could be one or several logical entities.

An ongoing CS telephony call in the CS domain could use call leg A and call leg B. If the call is transferred from CS domain to IMS domain, then call leg B is replaced by call legs C and D. 
An ongoing CS telephony call could use call leg A and call legs C and D. If the call is transferred from IMS domain to CS domain, then call legs C and D are replaced by call leg B.
An ongoing IMS multimedia telephony call in the IMS domain could use call leg 1 and call leg 2. If the call is transferred from IMS domain to CS domain, then call leg 2 is replaced by call legs 3 and 4. 
An ongoing IMS multimedia telephony call could use call leg 1 and call legs 3 and 4. If the call is transferred from CS domain to IMS domain, then call legs 3 and 4 are replaced by call leg 2.

Further specifics of the CCCF functionality and interfaces with the IMS and CS domains are for FFS and should be included in the various architecture alternatives.
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
