Introduction

Since the approval of the VCC WID in March 2005, the VCC ad hoc team has been focusing on providing architectural solutions on the CS to I-WLAN voice call continuity and very little time was spent on CS to PS voice call continuity (e.g. single radio condition).

This contribution proposes 3 different options to be considered for the conclusion of TR 23.806 on the CS to I-WLAN voice call continuity.  At the August Interim meeting, much time was spent on selecting architecture solution candidates and agreed on one architecture solution for the TR conclusion section.

Option 2 and 3 in this contribution are based on the discussions and working assumption from the August 2005 VCC interim meeting that “Original Domain Controlled and IMS Controlled (Static Anchoring) solutions as the main alternatives….. A majority of the companies present at the ad hoc meeting recommends that these are the two solutions to be considered when selecting which solution should be taken as the working assumption   ”.  See S2-051928 VCC AD Hoc meeting report.

Discussion

In order to reach agreement on the conclusion of TR 23.806, the following 3 options are recommended to be the starting point for the TR conclusion discussion:

Option 1 – Due to the number of architecture solutions in the TR and lack of consensus on reaching a recommended architecture solution, no specific architecture solution is recommended.  The detailed solution will be worked out during the stage 2 and stage 3 work.

Option 2 – Two candidates can satisfy the voice call continuity service, Original Domain Control and IMS Controlled - Static Anchored.  Original Domain Control has outstanding issues on the configuration of point code for Call Continuity Control Function (CCCF).  IMS Control - Static Anchored has outstanding issues on supporting of supplementary services and regulatory issues (e.g. emergency call and lawful interception).  These outstanding issues are documented in the appropriate section of the TR.   It is recommended to conclude that both options are feasible for CS to I-WLAN voice call continuity in the TR and start stage 2 and stage 3 technical specifications work.  Further study and investigation are required on the CS to PS voice call continuity.

Option 3 – The recommendation architectural solution for CS to I-WLAN is xxxx (e.g. IMS Control – Static Anchored or Original Domain Control).  There are outstanding issues documented in the TR 23.806 section xxx on this architecture solution, therefore, further analysis and investigation will be conducted in detail during the stage 2 and stage 3work.  Further study and investigation are required on the CS to PS voice call continuity
