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1. Overall Description:

In the SA2#48 CSI draft session meeting, one requirement about the IMS registration trigger was questioned. 
In the TS 22.279 V1.0.1 it have below description (it has been verified after the session that the v2.0.0 is the same), 
“5
General Requirements
………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………………..

The following two service modes will exist in regards to IMS registration depending on different UE implementations:

1)
IMS pre established state: the CSICS capable UE performs the IMS registration at switch on. 

2)
IMS on demand state: the CSICS capable UE performs the IMS registration:

-
to start the communication, or

-
to add a IMS component to an existing CS call.

Interoperability between UEs that implement such different approaches shall be enabled.

During a CS call it shall be possible to request establishment of the IMS session whether the invited UE is IMS registered or not. The invited user shall be able to accept or reject the IMS registration request.
…………………………………………………………………………………………………………………….”
The above text outlines that it is not a requirement for a CSI UE to be always registered to IMS and that a mechanism has to be specified that triggers a UE registration to IMS whenever needed in a CSI session (“IMS on demand”). 

SA2 ask SA1 guidance on how to further interpret the requirement related to the “IMS on demand” registration. 

One interpretation is that the IMS registration can be triggered at each terminal initiating a CSI session (e.g. as a consequence of originating or terminating a CS call set up towards/from any 3G/DTM mobile) when such terminal is not IMS registered.
Another interpretation is that IMS registration of a UE A can be triggered by the remote UE B wishing to establish with A an IMS session. 
Up to now some companies think that IMS has been designed under the assumption that IMS users are always registered to IMS if they want to be available for services over IMS.
If the intention was according to the second interpretation, i.e. to initiate an IMS registration based on an event triggered by a remote terminal, then it was unclear on what basis the invited user should decide whether to register, and some companies thought there might be some unresolved charging issues related to such a mechanism.
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
SA2 kindly asks SA1 to:

1. Clarify the requirement regarding the service modes as outlined above: in particular, SA2 requests guidance on whether a mechanism is required to trigger a UE to perform an IMS registration when the user is not IMS registered and a remote party wishes to establish an IMS session with them.
2. Please advise whether this is a requirement specific for CSI or a requirement intended for IMS as a whole.
