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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has identified that a VCC capable UE can be registered either in the CS or IMS (via I-WLAN) domains or in both domains at the same time.  As the UE is able to receive mobile terminated (MT) calls from either domain there is a need to determine when a call comes in from a specific domain, should it in turn be routed to the other domain based on some criteria.  This criteria could be:

a) The UE is unreachable in the domain that the mobile terminated call originally came in on.

b) The UE is reachable in the domain that the mobile terminated call originally came in on, however the UE is currently engaged in a call in the other domain.

c) Some operator policy may exist that determines where and when a call should be routed

d) Some user policy may exist that the determines where and when a call should be routed

However none of the above criteria exist in any SA1 requirements specifications and as such SA2 would like some guidance on the following questions.  
Questions

a) Is there a requirement that a CS Mobile Terminated call can be routed to a VCC capable subscriber in the IMS domain, given that that subscriber is registered and able to receive a MT call in the IMS domain?

b) Is there a requirement that an IMS Mobile Terminated call can be routed to a VCC capable subscriber in the CS domain, given that that subscriber is registered and able to receive a MT call in the CS domain?

c) Are there any operator policies that should be taken into account if the answer to a) and or b) is "Yes"?

d) Are there any user policies that should be taken into account if the answer to a) and or b) is "Yes"?

e) If there are user policies, should the subscriber be able to register, activate, interrogate, delete and modify these policies from their UE?
f) If there are operator policies, should the user be aware of them?

g) If operator and user policies conflict, which ones should take precedence?
