Overall Description:

ETSI TISPAN is now currently endorsing your 3GPP TS 23.167 “IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) emergency sessions” for our TISPAN DTS 02022 “NGN Architecture to support emergency communication from citizen to authority” in Release1.

During the discussion at TISPAN #9 (28 Nov – 9 Dec 2005, Sophia Antipolis), we recognised that it was not clear for us on the necessity and the usage of the “special emergency public user identifier” in your document, and we would like to ask for your understanding.

Background:

In TS 23.167 v0.2.0 document, it states to use a special emergency public user identifier for emergency registration, and that 

“The special emergency public user identifier is different from the emergency indication used in the IMS emergency registration request and IMS emergency session establishment request”. 

Although it is mentioned that “using the special emergency public user identity may enable not disturbing established services that use other public user identifiers”, the emergency registration request also includes a emergency indication. Thus, there seems to be two independent mechanisms to indicate emergency in the emergency registration. 

We believe it that redundant information should be avoided if possible, and ask 3GPP to consider if a single “emergency indication” could be used to cater for both indicating emergency and “enable not disturbing services that use other public user identifiers”

ETSI TISPAN would like to ask 3GPP SA2 to consider if a single mechanism to indicate emergency could be used instead of two mechanisms: 

· the “emergency indication”, and

· the “special emergency public user identifier”
