Discussion

When a VCC UE is registered both in IMS and in the CS domain, outgoing calls may be set up both over IMS and over CS, and incoming calls can be routed by the CCCF either on IMS or over the CS domain.

Different parameters are taken in account when selecting which of IMS or the CS domain to use, in both directions. Among these parameters are user preferences and operator policy.

User preferences may be set up and modified from the terminal, and have to be communicated to the CCCF so that it can take them in account when routing terminating calls to the UE. User preferences should indicate which access is preferred for incoming calls, or could provide the level of preference for each type of access (e.g. CS, IMS over I-WLAN, IMS over GPRS, etc.). It is up to the network domain selection entity to decide how to take in account user preferences and operator policy for choosing the terminating domain.

The operator may allow user preferences to be updated through other means (e.g. from subscriber's account page on the operator's website), in which case the network may want to synchronise the updated user preferences towards the terminal.

Operator policy is provisioned in the network by the operator. It needs to be communicated to the UE for originating calls whenever the UE registers its VCC capability, or when the policies have been updated in the network. Policies shall indicate which network is preferred for outgoing calls. The UE uses this parameter along with the other parameters (e.g. user preferences, access signal quality, user explicit choice, etc.) in order to select the access network to use.

The actual mechanism to transmit the user preferences and operator policies to the other party is described in another contribution (S2-060878).

Proposed changes

User preferences and operator policy

User preferences shall be taken in account by the network domain selection function when deciding over which domain an incoming voice call shall be routed to the VCC UE. User preferences are transmitted by the UE over the UE-CCCF interface, and indicate which domain is preferred for routing terminating calls when the VCC UE is registered on both accesses. As part of the VCC registration, and whenever the preferences are updated offline, the network may notify the user preferences to the VCC UE.

Operator policy is provisionned in the network by the operator, and shall be communicated to the UE when it registers as a VCC UE, or whenever the policies are updated. It shall indicate which network is preferred for originating calls performed by the VCC UE. The UE shall take this parameter in account when deciding which access to use for outgoing calls.
