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1. Introduction

This paper proposes to consider IMS domain registration with CSI AS.
2. Discussion
To make the incoming session forward to CSI-AS, IMS domain registration with CSI AS has to be considered. 
The S-CSCF uses initial Filter Criteria (iFC) to decide how to route incoming session. Through iFC execution the S-CSCF forward incoming session from the S-CSCF to the CSI AS which has the functionality to control CSI terminating session. 
Following information has to be included in the Registration procedure;
· CSI capable information: whether the UE supports CSI or not. 
· Operator policy and user’s preferred domain for the voice call: which domain is preferred for voice call. 
 When the S-CSCF receives above information during the Registration procedure, update iFC for that user.

IMS domain registration with CSI AS
The CSI capable UE has to perform IMS domain registration with CSI AS. 
Registration with CSI AS follows the same procedure as defined in TS 23.228 [2] for Application Server (AS). The filter criteria contains a condition that a 3rd party registration should be performed via the ISC interface. 
After the registration is performed, the UE indicates to CSI AS function of its information described in below section 6.x.2.
6.x.2 Information exchange between UE and CSI AS
When CSI capable UE is registered to the IMS Domain, the following information is exchanged between CSI AS and CSI capable UE.
- CS domain related information: CS attachment states.
- Operator policy and user’s preferred domain for voice call: Which domain is preferred for voice call.
