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SA2 would like to request feedback from SA1 regarding the following use cases that have been identified and require support for multiple simultaneous IMS registrations for a single UE (i.e., same Private ID). 

These use cases arise due to several services that are available over more than one access technology.
1. Continuity of Services – in order to allow for continuity when UE moves from one access network to another (particularly, in absence of MIP support in Release 7)
2. Preferred Access – to allow support for the UE receiving services over the preferred access

3. Simultaneous Services – to receive different services over multiple accesses simultaneously

It should be noted that the use of multiple simultaneous registrations within a single IP-CAN or across multiple IP-CANs may provide higher service availability to the user since service requests to the S-CSCF can be routed via multiple P-CSCFs, but other means to provide the same service availability is also possible.. 
SA2 would like to inform SA3 and CT1 that to support the above use cases, the IMS specification needs to allow for a UE with a single set of user credentials to register with <IP-address-1, IMPU-1> and with IP-address-2, IMPU-1> simultaneously. This would require changes in the relevant specifications be made accordingly.
