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SA2 would like to thank RAN3 for sending their LS in R3-060949/ S2-062354 on MME-UPE relocation in LTE-Active state.

SA2 has discussed the topic of the need of MME/UPE relocation in active state and has concluded that MME/UPE relocation in active mode is needed to meet, for example, existing requirements such as a UE crossing Inter-PLMN border, and deployment scenarios such as not fully meshed connectivity between E-NodeB and MME/UPE. 

However SA2 believe that MME/UPE relocation should be a relatively infrequent event, and does not need to have the same performance as intra-UPE handover, which should be the main way of supporting intra-LTE handover.

Depending on the outcome of some ongoing work in SA2 it is possible that MME and UPE may be separate and their relocations may be considered independently. 

It is therefore requested that RAN3 take these into account in their future work.
