Introduction

In the SA2 #53 several editor’s Notes were added to the section 6.5.3.  This contribution provides cases on the restriction of domain transfer.  If the proposed texts are accepted, several editor’s notes are proposed to be deleted.
Delete the following editor note, per additional new texts proposed.

Editor’s Note: It is FFS if a request for Domain Transfer shall be rejected in these cases

Editor’s Note: It is FFS whether the UE should or shall not request a domain transfer

Per the definition of Call Hold and Call Waiting service defined in TS 22.083, the UE shall be able to send domain transfer request when the subscriber is involved in one session/call.

Call Waiting

The Call Waiting Service permits a mobile subscriber to be notified of an incoming call (as per basic call procedures) whilst the traffic channel is not available for the incoming call and the mobile subscriber is engaged in an active or held call. Subsequently, the subscriber can either accept, reject, or ignore the incoming call

Call Hold

The call hold service allows a served mobile subscriber, who is provisioned with this Supplementary Service, to interrupt communication on an existing active call and then subsequently, if desired, re-establish communication. The traffic channel remains assigned to the mobile subscriber after the communication is interrupted to allow the origination or possible termination of other calls. 

Editor’s Note: It is FFS whether a UE may decide to drop a held call or a to allow a domain transfer of an active leg.  

For instant, the following editor’s can be deleted, because 1) dropping call has negative user impact, therefore, does not meet stage 1 requirement, additionally dropping call is a stage 1 requirement it is not S2 architecture decision to decide which call to drop, 2) decision on which call to be kept is subscriber decision, not a UE decision, 3) incomplete service definition, VCC SHALL/SHALL NOT transfer all sessions .

Inserted the following next texts to the TS 23.206

Restrictions on Domain Transfer
Domain Transfer has the following restrictions:

· VCC Application shall reject a domain transfer request when the session/call is not anchored in the VCC application.
· VCC Application shall reject a domain transfer request when multiple voice sessions/calls are anchored for this subscriber (e.g. Multiparty/Conference call)
· VCC Application shall reject a domain transfer request when the operator’s policy restricts domain transfer (e.g. roaming not support, CS to IMS not permitted)  see 6.4.y  Operator Policies on Domain Transfer
· UE engaged in an emergency call shall not request a domain transfer [see 4.6 Regulatory Aspects
· UE shall not request a domain transfer when it is engaged in Multiparty or multiple sessions or calls
· UE shall be able to request a domain transfer when it is engaged in call hold service with one session or call.
· UE shall be able to request a domain transfer when it is engage in call waiting service with one session or call
Editor Note: Numerous mechanisms maybe use to obtain Operator’s policies.  The actual decision is FFS.

Operator Policies on the Domain Transfer
Service Operator has the capability to configure its VCC application on the Domain Transfer policies.  These policies will be used to determine whether domain transfer is permitted or not.  These policies are stored in the VCC Application and may be stored in the UE to conserve the UE battery by preventing sending Domain Transfer request when the operator policies do not allow domain transfer.
The UE may receive the policy via the following procedures:

· Receiving via the domain transfer response as an indication
· Receiving via direct communication from VCC Application after registration with the VCC

The policies in the UE may be refreshed per the operator configuration, such as:

· For specific duration

· At each new registration
6.5.3
Impact of Service Behaviour

Because the behaviour of an active CONF or MPTY service, or control of multiple sessions, is not defined after a domain transfer has occurred (see clauses 6.5.2.4 and 6.5.2.5), a UE should not request a domain transfer when it has multiple sessions or calls [see section 6.4.x restriction of domain transfer].  



Editor’s Note: It is FFS if the B2BUA is able to reissue the invite for a waiting call automatically upon transfer of the active leg.
