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1. Introduction

The TS 23.203 has been partitioned in a TS body and a normative Annex A with a subclause for each type of IP-CAN.

2. Discussion
The TS is open for interpretation what the relation between the TS body and the respective subclauses in Annex A.

The purpose of having the TS body is to have a common specification for all types of IP-CAN. For some cases it has been justified to include IP-CAN specifics in the TS body. For these cases, the body specifies the conditions under which the clause/paragraph/text applies.

The Annex A provides the IP-CAN specifics, using the TS body as a baseline. Thus the subclause covering a type of IP-CAN in Annex A is not self-contained, but shall be understood with the TS body as a baseline. The Annex A provides:

Thus, for a specific IP-CAN the TS body and the IP-CAN specific clause in Annex A applies.

Scope

The present document specifies the overall stage 2 level functionality for Policy and Charging Control that encompasses the following high level functions for IP-CANs (e.g. GPRS, I‑WLAN, Fixed Broadband, etc.):

Flow Based Charging, including charging control and online credit control;

-
 Policy control (e.g. gating control, QoS control, etc.). 
The present document specifies the generic PCC aspects within the body, while the specifics for each type of IP-CAN are specified in Annex A. For one type of IP-CAN the corresponding clause in Annex A shall be understood to be a realization of the TS main body. Annex A is therefore not a stand-alone specification for an IP-CAN. An Annex may specify restrictions to, i.e. remove requirements stated in, the specification body.
