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3GPP SA2 would like to thank ETSI TISPAN for their LS on “Handling of AS-initiated requests and service triggering”.
SA2#54 has discussed the issues raised in the LS and would like to provide the following information:

I. Routing AS-initiated INVITE requests
SA2 has approved a Release 7 Change Request to TS 23.228 finalizing the incorporation of the stage-2 level support for AS initiatied INVITE requests to IMS specifications. The Change Request can be found attached. SA2 does not intend to further enhance this functionality in Rel7. 
With regards to routing of requests from the AS, SA2 believe that the current specification provides adequate support for correctly routing request. In case of direct routing from subdomain based PSIs, the AS may need ENUM support. 
II. Inhibition of filter criteria evaluation

The functionality of Application Servers controlling the involvment of other ASs in the service execution chain falls into the problem space of service interaction management. As described in TS 23.002, service interaction management is an internal function of Application Servers (denoted as SCIM), and does not have any impact to standardized open interfaces. 
At the same time, SA2 has recently initiated a new Study Item into evaluating if there is any feasible and beneficial enhancement possible to the current service interaction management architecture.
