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Introduction

This paper proposes some requirements to “General Domain Selection Function”. 
In the current draft of TR23.818, the goals of the study of general domain selection function are described in section 11.1 “General Principles”. In the first bullet, it’s said that “identifying mechanisms by which … whether the CS domain or the IMS is preferred for MO and MT voice calls;”. However, it should be noticed that similar services provided in CS domain and IMS, which may cause domain selection, should NOT be restricted to voice calls. For example, SMS in CS domain have similar service features with messaging services in IMS. Also, domain selection between video telephony in 3G R4 CS domain and MMTel in IMS should be supported as well. Since the goal of the study may greatly influence the solutions, it is proposed to clarify the service scope which the domain selection function should support.
