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1. Overall Description:

SA 2 has been considering the topic of “mobile equipment identity checking” (c.f. IMEI checking) for E-UTRAN and non-3GPP equipment using the Evolved Packet Core (c.f. SAE).

Currently, SA 2 are assuming that SAE will have similar requirements on Equipment ID checking as 2G/3G.

SA 2 request guidance from SA 3 on any technical issues related to Equipment ID checking. For example:

1) Should the IMEI (or its equivalent) be sent in as low a protocol layer as possible? (e.g. is it better to send it as RR information than MM or IMS level information?)

2) Should (or shall?) the IMEI (or its equivalent) be sent only over encrypted connections?
