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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks RAN3 for their liaison statement in C1-071526/R3-071186 on “IP Fragmentation”.

After the discussion of this liaison statement, it is CT1's understanding that the Maximum Transport Unit (MTU)  value relates to transport media, for example, it is round 1500 Bytes for Ethernet. CT1 understands that this is because of limitations in the transport layer of the S1-U or X2-U link. Therefore, at this early stage, CT1 could not agree to signal the MTU value by means of protocols under CT1 responsibility. CT1 would need to get more information about the MTU value in order to make a decision.

1. Does a single MTU value apply to the whole Evolved Packet System (EPS) – the Evolved packet core-network and the E-UTRAN – of a particular PLMN?

2. Can the MTU value be configured for a particular EPS bearer? If so, can this take place at EPS bearer establishment or at both EPS bearer establishment and modification?

3. If the answer to question 1 is no, can the MTU value change at inter-eNodeB handover?
