Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply.


Session Transfer: A change to the IMS signalling path and/or a change to one or more media paths of an ongoing IMS multimedia session using IMS control mechanisms. The change can occur between different terminals, between different IP-CANs or between PS and CS domains while maintaining Session Continuity.
Terminal Mobility: The ability of a terminal to change its point of attachment to the network. This includes mobility within the same IP-CAN, mobility from one IP-CAN to another, or mobility between PS and CS domains.
Multi-Media Session Continuity: A service of the system which supports the use of Session Transfer mechanisms in order to handle Terminal Mobility events and/or mobility between terminals for the case when such events are not hidden from the IMS session layer and thus Session Continuity could not otherwise be maintained.
MMSC UE: The MMSC UE is a User Equipment supporting the MMSC feature and having an active MMSC subscription. 
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
