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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes eNodeB Initiated Dedicated Bearer Deactivation procedure.
1. Introduction
It is agreed in RAN3 that eNodeB can initiate SAE Bearer Release. The eNodeB controls the radio resources, so it should be allowed to release one or more EPS bearers. Hence in this contribution we propose eNodeB Initiated Dedicated Bearer Deactivation procedure and to add it in 23.401.
2. Proposal
We propose the followings to be included in TS 23.401.
