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Abstract of the contribution: 

This contribution proposes the addition of the “priority” and “prioritised bit rate” parameters to the EPS bearer.
Introduction

RAN2 have specified in TS 36.300 “logical channel priority” and “prioritized bit rate” (PBR) parameters per LTE radio bearer that govern the use of the uplink resources on the air interface.  It is still work in progress to determine how the above parameters can be obtained by the eNB, and to what extent they should be taken into account also to assist downlink scheduling in the eNB.  See attached R2-074906 for the background and motivation of this functionality.
The authors of these contributions see the need to enable PCC to supply the two bearer parameters, priority and PBR, to the network (note that the latter is already possible for GBR bearers, where PBR = GBR).  Given the 1:1 mapping between the E-UTRAN radio bearers (controlled by the eNB), and the EPS bearers (which can be controlled via PCC), the two parameters should therefore be added to the EPS bearer QoS profile, and all related signaling procedures.  While the PBR would be transparent for the EPC, it is proposed that the priority be taken into account for the transport level packet marking in line with the clarifications proposed in S2-075071.
Proposal

It is proposed to add the “priority” and “PBR” parameters to the EPS bearer QoS profile.  T-Mobile would be willing to draft a (P-)CR for the next meeting, taking recent RAN2 results on this matter into account.
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
