Abstract

This contribution addresses interworking 
When the IM user sends an IM message to an SMSIP user, the message is routed normally from the originating to the terminating network, since both users are IMS users.

However, it is desired to translate the IM message into an encapsulated SM message at the terminating network, since the recipient is an SMSIP user.

The existing functionlaity of the IP-SM-GW can be used to do the encapsulation, however the current functionality in the IP-SM-GW should not be changed for this specific case of interworking. 

It is recommended tha the existing functianlity be reused.  
1. The IP-SM-GW function must decide whether the incoming IM needs to be interworked to SMS based on whether the recipient is an SMSIP subscriber or not.

2. If decided to be interworked to an SMS, the IP-SM-GW will follow the procedures of TR 23.811, chapter 7.1.1.4.1 (IM user sends an Instant Message to an SMS user), step 4 and onwards.

3. The SM-SC will then deliver the message as a MT SMS according to the procedures of TS 23.204, chapter 6.4 (Successful SMS MT delivery procedure).

It is recommended tha the exisitng interowrking functionality NOT be modified to work differently for the cases of SMSIP and SMS recipients, when the interworking from IM to SMS can be executed using the exisiting functionality without any modfications.
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
