Introduction

Both the enhanced MSC server approach and the ICS UE approach support the centralization of services for ICS users in IMS. As discussed during the SA2 #60 meeting in Kobe, both bi-directional speech call (TS11) and bi-directional media/video call (BS30) are included in the scope of ICS. Emergency calls specifically using TS12 are excluded from the scope of this study in this release.

Based on the conclusion on O-SDS it needs to be clarified how the enhanced MSC server handles other service requests for ICS users. Note that there is no change for non ICS users.

It is proposed to clarify that the enhanced MSC server only handles originating and terminating service requests for bi-directional speech and video call. Other service requests should be handled as within a non-enhanced MSC server today. Examples for such service requests which shall not be centralized in Release 8 in IMS using ICS are SMS PTP, Fax, CS Data, Voice Group Call Service and eMLPP/priority services. Is has to be noted that discussion on priority services in IMS is ongoing in CT1 and hence if a mature IMS solution becomes available in Release 8 timeframe, the centralization and interworking of priority services when using CS access may have to be revisited.
2     Proposal
It is proposed to include the following changes into 3GPP TR 23.892.

Service consistency

The following requirements are defined to ensure service consistency:

-
It shall be possible to provide the services offered by the Telephony Application Server to the users who are accessing the network via the CS domain or via an IP-CAN. Support of MMTel full duplex speech service set shall be provided as defined in TS 22.173 [2] and TS 24.173 [5].
-
Current definition of the multimedia telephony service offered by the TASshall not be changed due to the centralization of services in IMS.

-
Home IMS network services shall be provided when using CS access for speech media transport in home and roaming networks; however a reduced service offering may be provided subject to the constraints of the access network.

-
Home IMS network services shall not be impacted by the solution for Centralized IMS Service Control when using an IP-CAN for speech media transport in home and roaming networks.

-
The solution shall support call independent IMS supplementary services management for users who are accessing the network via the CS domain or via an IP-CAN.
-
Solution needs to work also over international transit networks.

Editors Note 1:
The capabilities of the international transit networks need to be identified.
It shall be possible to support Emergency Call and Priority Services (ETS) for IMS Centralized Services users.
Emergency calls specifically using TS12, SMS, CBS, Fax, Data, Voice Group Call Service and eMLPP/priority services are not centralized in Release 8 in IMS. Provision of SMS in IMS is specified in 23.204 [x].
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
