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RAN2 would like to thank you for sending the above mentioned LS. 

RAN2 confirms that the “subscriber type” indication provided by the EPC to the eNB does not result into any changes of the agreed QoS concept - subscriber differentiation on the QoS level can be achieved by using the QoS concept established for EPS, as specified in the applicable 3GPP (draft) TSs. Further RAN2 expects the “subscriber type” to be a subscription parameter that is to be applied for all bearers established for a given UE.

The main intention for the differentiation of subscribers by the “subscriber type” is related to Radio Resource Management (RRM) and mobility functions. E.g. based on the “subscriber type” indicated to the eNB, specific subscribers could be handled by a specific frequency layer or RAT depending on the operators preferences. During this RAN2 meeting it has been decided that the eNB should provide the UE with certain priorities of frequencies and/or RATs to be applied for idle mode camping. As the camping policies should enable UE specific camping based on some subscriber info, the MME should provide this information to the eNB in order to set the priorities correctly. 

Furthermore the “subscriber type” indication allows the RRM function of the eNB to treat also different types of “subscribers” differently.

Examples like:

· Stationary mobiles (e.g. vending machines, home gateways, etc) 

· Highly mobile terminals (e.g. installed in high-speed trains)

· Terminals with unlimited power or low activity

· etc.

… were already mentioned in a LS R2-073703 (including the original RAN2 contribution R2-073117) sent from RAN2’s Athens meeting to SA2.
Details of the application of the “subscriber type” information in the E-UTRAN are still under discussion in RAN2, e.g. which standardized behaviors need to be defined by 3GPP.  The results of these discussions will be captured in 3GPP TS 36.300 as appropriate.

ACTION: 
RAN2 kindly requests SA2 to take the above information into account, and to enable the provision of a “subscriber type” indication to the eNB in order to allow the E-UTRAN support the functionality already agreed in RAN.
To RAN3 group
ACTION: 
RAN2 kindly asks RAN3 to consider the inclusion of a “Subscriber Type IE” in the appropriate message for the idle – active transition.
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
