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Dear SA1,
The EPS QoS concept currently documented in TS 23.401 makes the distinction between GBR and non-GBR bearers. Please refer to 23.401 Section 4.7 for details.
In recent QoS discussions, SA2 discussed the handling of privileged non-GBR traffic i.e. traffic generated by a privileged user (e.g. president, minister, fireman, policeman), but handled over a “non-GBR bearer” resource. In particular, one example was recurrently mentioned during those discussions, according to which a “fireman downloading a map via HTTP during an emergency event” needs to receive a higher-priority treatment than a “man in the street just doing web browsing”.
Some companies were of the opinion that the “fireman” example described above should be considered in the light of the Multimedia Priority Service (MPS) requirements (TS 22.153), because it describes a case of preferential treatment for network resources based on subscription-based privileges, which seems to match very well the scope of MPS. However, it was noted that the current specification text in TS 22.153 v8.0.0 seems to be focused on Stage 1 requirements for resources of the “GBR bearer” type only i.e. resources subject to admission control.
SA2 was of the opinion that the “fireman” example described above is a valid use case, however it was felt that there were no sufficient Stage 1 requirements in order to decide the appropriate traffic handling over a “non-GBR bearer” resource.
2. Actions:

To SA1
1. Please clarify whether the “fireman” example described above can be considered as an example of Multimedia Priority Service or if it may be linked to any other related Stage 1 requirement. Please note that the EPS support in this scenario is of the “non-GBR bearer” type, meaning that there is no GBR allocated to the “fireman’s” session and it is not subject to admission control related to a GBR parameter.
2. If the answer to 1 is affirmative, please provide any Stage 1 requirements.
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
