Discussion

The following principles were followed in reviewing SAE interfaces. 

1. remove asterixes, apostrophes

2. if possible, remove hyphens

3. preserve interfaces where possible, evolve them in ways that capture their past associations where it makes sense

4. keep S# interfaces to minimize the impact of the renumbering.
5. where possible, replace names of the form S <number> <letter>  with S <number>
