	The present document specifies the functional architecture and information flows of the Voice Call Continuity feature which provides the capability to transfer the path of an existing voice call between a 3GPP CS system (GSM/UMTS) and IMS, and vice versa. These capabilities were designed per requirements in TS 22.101 [20].

	TR 23.893
	This study intends to investigate the general problem of IMS-level multimedia session continuity, including potential enhancements to IMS specifications that can improve the multimedia session continuity experience. In particular, the following topics will be studied:

Identification of session continuity scenarios;

PS-PS session continuity;

-
PS-PS session continuity in conjunction with PS-CS continuity;

-
Session continuity between 3GPP and non-3GPP systems; 

-
Network-initiated Multimedia Session Transfer;

-
Mobility of media components of a session between different terminals under the control of the same user;

-
Coexistence and/or potential interactions with possible underlying mobility solutions defined by 3GPP. The solutions developed within this study should not have any impacts to underlying mobility solutions.
In the end this study will provide conclusions with respects to what further specification work is required in order to fulfil the IMS-level Multimedia Session Continuity requirements and improve the overall service continuity experience.

	IMS_Cont WID Objective
	The objective of this work item is to provide IMS Service Continuity by using the IMS Centralized Services framework. The work will be based on the conclusions from TR 23.893 (Feasibility Study on Multimedia Session Continuity) and TR 23.892 (IMS centralized services) and the main objective is to specify solutions for providing the following features: 

· CS-PS session continuity using the IMS Centralized Services. This is an enhancement of the VCC Rel-7 and includes enhancements and possible renaming of VCC Application functionalities defined in 23.206;
· PS-PS session continuity;

· PS-PS session continuity in conjunction with PS-CS continuity;

· mobility of media components of a session between different terminals under the control of the same user. 
IMS Service Continuity will be restricted to service continuity using IMS procedures, i.e. mobility mechanisms on the IP-CAN level are not within the scope of this WID. This WID does not overlap with the SAE and SR-VCC features. 
All of these features enhance VCC Rel-7, hence the IMS Service Continuity TS should use TS 23.206 Rel-7 and related enhancements, in TR 23.892 and TR 23.893, as the baseline. 


As shown in the above table, the scope of TS 23.206 and TR 23.893 only address limited scope. The scope of TS 23.206 only describes about voice call continuity while the one in TR 23.893 tries to address objective of multimedia session continuity. 

On the other hand the objective of IMS Service Continuity WID includes all aspects from VCC and MMSC. First bullet point covers the scope of TS 23.206 and the other bullet points cover the scope of TR 23.893. Hence it is recommended to take the objective of IMS Service Continuity WID as the scope of IMS_Cont TS with modifications as usual. 
Also it is proposed to take this approach to standardize other section of IMS Service Continuity TS.

· This is an enhancement of the VCC Rel-7 and includes enhancements and possible renaming of VCC Application functionalities for session continuity defined in 23.206[xx];
· PS-PS session continuity;

· PS-PS session continuity in conjunction with PS-CS continuity;

· Mobility of media components of a session between different terminals under the control of the same user. 
The solution will be restricted to service continuity using IMS procedures, i.e. mobility mechanisms on the IP-CAN level are not within the scope of this specification. This specification shall not overlap with the SAE and SR-VCC features.
