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SA2 is specifying the architecture enhancements for functionality to enable Fallback from E-UTRAN access to 2G/3G CS domain access. Using this functionality, voice and other CS-domain services (e.g. CS UDI video / SMS/ LCS / USSD) are realized by reuse of CS infrastructure. 
For the terminating calls scenario, the current solution assumes that the UE will always fallback to 2G/3G from LTE for CS mobile terminating call handling. This will result in a bad user experience if the user is having an ongoing PS session over LTE (e.g. the ongoing data session will be dropped when falling back to a GERAN where DTM or PS Handover is not supported) and the user would prefer  to not be disturbed due to terminating CS calls. In case of fallback to UTRAN or GERAN with PS HO and DTM support the user experience will depend on the parallel PS services (e.g. if the bit rate of the PS service can be maintained). 
To improve the user experience, SA2 has discussed a requirement of sending caller’s number (if available/allowed) to the UE prior to fallback; thus, by allowing the user to determine (e.g., depending on the caller’s number) whether the CS fallback should continue or not. Note that this solution would require a MMI indication to the user asking if the user wants to fallback and receive the terminating call or continue with the PS sessions on E-UTRAN.
SA2 could not decide on user level requirements and kindly ask SA1 to provide guidance to SA2 on this matter.
Actions to TSG SA WG1:

SA2 kindly ask SA1 to provide guidance to SA2.
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
