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Abstract of the contribution

This document proposes a way forward for the EPS and GPRS emergency services support in Rel-8
Discussion and proposal
· Based on the discussion which took place during SA2#63 the supporting companies propose to handle the topic of IMS emergency calls support in EPS and GPRS in rel-8 with this limited scope,  providing a solution for Rel-8:
· IMS emergency calls always require the set up of connectivity to a PGW/GGSN supporting an emergency APN and emergency registration to occur over this Emergency APN – This allows eliminating PCC impacts as static rules can be applied in conjunction with an emergency APN.
· Emergency Attach is used in limited service mode (including UICC-Less case) only. The Default bearer activated in the course of an emergency attach in the EPS is providing connectivity to an emergency APN only. In 2G/3G the UE follows the emergency attach with a PDP Context Activation procedure to the emergency APN.

· The system (RAN and Core) advertises Emergency call support, e.g. in the Attach Accept/Reject messages. 
· In case of roaming, the PGW/GGSN supporting the emergency APN is always in the visited network.
· Following a regular attach; for EPS the default bearer used to connect the UE to the emergency APN is based on “UE requested PDN connectivity procedure” as specified in 23.401; for 2G/3G the PDP Context Activation procedure to the emergency APN is used.
· EPS location services used for emergency calls can be based on TS 23.167.
· PS access restrictions shall not apply for emergency sessions. HO support of emergency sessions in the face of service restrictions requires context to be kept in the network on the fact that an emergency call is ongoing for the UE. 

· No support for Inter-PLMN and Inter Domain HO of emergency calls.
· Open issues identified:

· How to handle a UE that detects the need to initiate an emergency call while attached to a PLMN which does not support emergency calls while it is using some PS services.

The supporting companies propose to agree on this way forward and that work can be concluded via the necessary CRs over the next SA2 meetings based on this assumption.
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
