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Abstract of the contribution: This paper provides text describing the ICS User Agent functionality of the ICS AS for the case when I1 or Gm reference point is not used for session setup, targeted for Section 7 (Procedures and Flows) of TS 23.292 IMS Centralized Services. 

Proposal/Recommendation:

Add the following text to Section 7 Procedures and Flows in TS 23.292 IMS Centralized Services; recommend this clause be placed right after the related clause: 7.1 Sessions established using the Gm or I1 reference point.

Upon session initiation, the UE or the remote end sets up a call and the call is directed to IMS using standard procedures; e.g. CAMEL is used to redirect CS originated calls to IMS. The ICS AS inserts a B2BUA for presentation of the UA behaviour on behalf of the UE to IMS. 
The TAS and other Application Servers are executed on the Remote Leg as part of standard service execution logic at the CSCF.
