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Abstract of the contribution: Migration of VCC AS Domain Transfer aspects text from 23.206 to 23.237
Introduction

TS 23.206 contains the specification of the VCC functionality for Release 7. In Release 8 the specification of Voice Call Continuity (in other words, CS-PS session continuity) will be split between the ICS and SC TS’s (23.292 and 23.237). In order to preserve applicable existing VCC text as documented in 23.206 a series of P-CR’s 23.237 have been drafted that bring this text (with appropriate terminology changes) into Release 8.

Proposal
This P-CR takes text from 23.206, clause 5.3 and proposes to insert this, with modifications, into 23.237, clause 5.3. The text in 23.206 describes the functionality related to Domain Transfer for the VCC AS and it seems appropriate to include this in the indicated 23.237 clause since clause 5.3 covers the functional entities of the architecture model .
The changes from the 23.206 text in clause 5.3 are: -

· The General clause (5.3.1.1) is not carried forward as the text will certainly be covered by new text

· The Domain Transfer Function clause (5.3.1.2.1) is proposed to become just a description of the Domain Transfer functionality of the ICS/SC AS
· Some rewording of the bullet points resulting from this

·  “VCC UE” -> “SC UE”, and some other minor terminology changes

Domain Transfer

Domain Transfer requires the following functions: -

-
Transfer of the SC UE access between the CS domain and IMS as requested by the SC UE.

-
Insertion of 3rd Party Call Control (3pcc) upon call establishment to enable transfers between the CS domain and IMS.

-
Maintainance of Domain Transfer Policies.

-
Maintainance of information describing the current domain being used by the SC user's active session for use in subsequent domain selection.

-
Provision of Domain Transfer specific charging data.

-
Preservation of the information necessary to deliver Calling Line Identity for SC UE CS voice sessions anchored in IMS.

-
Preservation of the information necessary to deliver Connected Line Identity for SC UE CS voice sessions anchored in  IMS.

NOTE:
If a user's conditional Call Forwarding, Call Deflection or Explicit Communication Transfer Services are invoked in the CS domain after anchoring in IMS the ICS/SC AS may not be able to maintain the correct call state under some circumstances (such as signaling capabilities), and Domain Transfers for subsequent calls may fail.
