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Abstract of the contribution: Migration of VCC preferences and policy text from 23.206 to 23.237
Introduction

TS 23.206 contains the specification of the VCC functionality for Release 7. In Release 8 the specification of Voice Call Continuity (in other words, CS-PS session continuity) will be split between the ICS and SC TS’s (23.292 and 23.237). In order to preserve applicable existing VCC text as documented in 23.206 a series of P-CR’s 23.237 have been drafted that bring this text (with appropriate terminology changes) into Release 8.

Proposal
This P-CR takes text from 23.206, clause 6.8 and proposes to insert this, with modifications, into 23.237, clause 6.7.x. The text in 23.206 provides the VCC preferences and policy text and it seems appropriate to include this in the indicated 23.237 clause since clause 6.7 covers the session transfer operator policies. 
The changes from the 23.206 text in clause 6.8 are: -

· First paragraph to be moved to the ICS TS since it covers domain selection

· “VCC UE” -> “SC UE”, and some other minor terminology changes
Proposed changes

6.7
Session transfer operator policies
6.7.x
Domain Transfer user preferences and operator policies
Operator policy is provisioned in the network by the operator, and should be communicated to the SC UE during initial provisioning or via OMA Device Management [x]. Operator policy should be communicated to the SC UE, via OMA Device Management, whenever the policy is updated by the operator. It shall indicate:

-
if a domain is preferred for originating calls/sessions;

-
whether to initiate Domain Transfer immediately to the preferred domain when that domain becomes available;

-
whether Domain Transfer is restricted to a single direction (i.e. IMS to CS or CS to IMS);

-
whether Domain Transfer is restricted when the SC UE is engaged in an active and a held/waiting call/session on the transferring-out domain (the restriction doesn't apply in the case the SC UE is going to lose coverage in the transferring-out domain).

The UE shall take this information in account when deciding which access to use for outgoing calls or before considering initiating Domain Transfer.
