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	The procedures for EPS bearer handling are based on the PCRF provisioning PCC Rules to the PCEF. The PCC Rules provisioned are used to initiate or modify a bearer as result of the bearer binding that is always perfomed by the PCEF.

This contribution proposes some additions to Annex A4 in 23.203 to clarify that

the bearer binding control is located at the PCEF for 3GPP access (GTP based) regardless of the Access Type (GERAN/UTRAN/E-UTRAN).

As explained in clause 6.1.1, the binding mechanism is performed in three steps: Session Binding, PCC Rule authorization and Bearer Binding.
Session Binding and PCC Rule authorization have no 3GPP Access (GTP-based) specifics.
For the 3GPP Access (GTP-based) the Bearer Binding is performed by the PCEF.

The bearer binding shall bind a PCC Rule:

· To an existing EPS bearer with a matching QCI and ARP.

· Create a new EPS bearer, if the rule cannot be linked to an existing EPS Bearer 
The bearer binding mechanism associates the PCC Rule with the EPS bearer to carry the service data flow. The association shall:

-
cause the downlink part of the service data flow to be directed to the EPS bearer in the association, and

-
assume that the UE directs the uplink part of the service data flow to the EPS bearer in the association.

Thus, the detection of the uplink part of a service data flow shall be active on the EPS bearer, which the downlink packets of the same service data flow is directed to. The detection of the uplink part of the service data flow shall be active on the EPS bearer in the association.
NOTE: The detection of the uplink part of the service data flow may be active, in parallel, on any number of EPS bearers.
