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Abstract of the contribution:
This paper provides the Communication Deflection (CD) flow for the non ICS UE using CAMEL via an MSC server not enhanced for ICS.
Introduction
In TR 23.892, three solutions for the centralization of conditional call forwarding services - Use default PSIs, Use MAP suppression-of-announcements and Use CAMEL O-CSI, have been proposed, and it is recommended to document these solutions and if necessary, combinations of these solutions as implementation options in the technical specification for ICS. 
While for Communication Deflection in ICS, only solution 3 applies. Thereby this paper proposes a Communication Deflection (CD) flow for the non ICS UE using the CAMEL O-CSI solution via an MSC server not enhanced for ICS.
Proposal/Recommendation:
Add this flow to TS 23.292 section 7.6.3.2.3 Communication Diversion services; Communication Deflection.

The service control for the Call Deflection service may be provided by the CS domain if it is provisioned in the CS domain, or use CAMEL to enable the centralized service control of IMS if it is supported by the network and user subscription.
Figure 7.6.3.2.3-1 provides the Communication Deflection (CD) flow for the non ICS UE using CAMEL via an MSC server not enhanced for ICS.

1~8.  The non ICS UE A receives an incoming call from UE B.
9.   UE A sends a DISCONNECT message to the MSC Server indicating the call is to be deflected to UE C.

10.  The MSC Server sends an Initial DP message to the gsmSCF in the SCC AS indicating the call is to be deflected to UE C.

11.  Upon receiving the call deflection indication, the SCC AS initiates the release of CS signalling connection between UE A and the SCC AS.

12.  The SCC AS sends a 302 Moved Temporarily message to the S-CSCF, indicating the call is being redirected to UE C.
13.  The S-CSCF sends a 302 Moved Temporarily message to the TAS.

14.  The TAS sends an INVITE request addressed to UE C to the S-CSCF.
15.  The S-CSCF sends an INVITE message to UE C.

16.
Completion of the session establishment between UE B and UE C. 

Note: Step 11 can be executed in parallel with Step 12~16.
