Set of Information required for IMS Service Continuity
It is required to provide the set of information between SCC AS and the UE. This information is required for various IMS Service Continuity scenarios identified in clause x.x, , 

Depends on the IMS Service Continuity scenario various information is being used. It shall be possible to provide the following information: 
-
session transfer indicator to notify that this new session is for session transfer. 
-
indication that session continuity type needs to be performed. 

-
details about the media components being transferred / kept / released.

-
optionally, an IMS Communication Service Identifier defined in TS 23.228 [7]
-
which session this SIP message is required to replace or update;
-
whether to merge or split the session(s):
-
For the case of UE transfer under the control of the same user, the information shall identify:

-
which session this SIP message is required to replace or update;

-
that the SIP message is a request to perform a specific UE transfer operation, e.g. media transfer, retrieval, addition, removal; 

-
the target of the UE transfer operation (e.g. the UE to which media need to be transferred to or retrieved from);
-
the media components affected by the UE transfer operation (i.e. the media to be transferred / retrieved / added / removed); 
-
Operator policies and UE preferences for Session Transfer: 

-
The precedence order for operator policies versus UE preferences; 
The above addressed information are carried in various SIP/SDP and CS call control messages (specified in the applicable information flows), which provides the necessary details for conducting a session continuity operation The SCC AS and the UE analyzes included information and determine if and how a session continuity operation needs to be performed.
