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Abstract of the contribution: It is recommended to not further develop within the LBO Study Item any local breakout dual IP address solution for the roaming case as currently described in TR 23.894 section 6.1.1, i.e. with IP GW-H and IP GW-L belonging to serving networks owned by different operators.
Discussion
As discussed in the companion discussion paper (see TD S2-085418) it proposed that local breakout dual IP address solutions for the roaming case are not further developed within the Study Item 3GPP TR 23.894.

Conclusion on LBO dual IP address solutions

Considering that:

- LBO single IP address solutions introduced in Rel-8 [7] allows for co-existence of IMS signalling anchored in the home network, along with media streams anchored in the home network, in the visited network or in both

- LBO dual IP address solutions may prevent the routing optimization of media or limit its effectiveness

it is recommended to not further develop in Rel-9 any LBO dual IP address solution for the roaming case as currently described in section 6.1.1, i.e. with IP GW-H and IP GW-L belonging to serving networks owned by different operators.
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
