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Abstract of the contribution: This paper unambiguously documents the agreements in the IMS-SWG that were made when drafting the LS to CT1 (and SA) indicating that CT1 could start to work on CAT functionality in order to fulfil the intention of the 3GPP-3GPP2 Common IMS joint workshop conclusions. These conclusions were to work on the specification of CRBT (Terminating IMS CAT) in Release 8 as part of the common-IMS agreements.
Recommendation:
Add the following text to TR 23.872:

Conclusion

SA2 were given an exception by SA to determine the amount of CAT functionality that can be achieved in Release 8 in order to fulfil the intentions of the 3GPP-3GPP2 Common IMS joint workshop conclusions. The text from the approved SA report is documented below.
“SA WG2 should decide on a path forward for some solutions for CAT work and may bring CRs as a result of this Study Item in order to do fulfil the intention of the 3GPP2 joint Workshop conclusions, to include some CAT functionality in Rel‑8.”
To address the exception from SA, SA2 concludes that both the Forking model and Early-Session model need to be specified in Release 8. Forking is also needed to provide CAT in the case that the UE or network does not support the Early-Session mechanism.
